How we will know the Messiah
The most immediately obvious sign is:
Zephaniah 3:9  For then will I turn to the peoples a pure language, that they may all call upon the name of the LORD, to serve Him with one consent.  
This reverses the curse of the confusion of languages at the Tower of Babel.  

Daniel 7:14  And there was given him dominion, and glory, and a kingdom, that ALL the peoples, nations, and languages should SERVE HIM; his dominion is an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom that which shall not be destroyed. 
This passage is definitely messianic prophesy, and absolutely eliminates Jesus, because NONE of these things happened when Jesus was here, or even after he died.  Most obvious of all is that not everyone serves Jesus.  

Jeremiah 31:34 [KJV] And they shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the LORD: for they shall all know me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith the LORD: for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.  
There will be no more preachers or evangelists preaching from pulpits, or Jehovah’s Witnesses knocking on doors.  As long as there is preaching and witnessing, the Messiah has not come.  Universal knowledge of YHWH has not happened; therefore, the Messiah has not come.  

Isaiah 43:10  Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my servant whom I have chosen: that ye may know and believe me, and understand that I am he: before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after me.  
The entire world, from the Aleutian chain to Tierra del Fuego, from China to the Bahamas, will know and worship the ONE God.  

2 Samuel 12:13  And David said unto Nathan, I have sinned against the LORD.  And Nathan said unto David, The LORD also hath put away thy sin; thou shalt not die.
Ecclesiastes 7:20  For there is not a RIGHTEOUS man upon earth, that doeth good, and sinneth not.  
Ecclesiastes is ONLY talking about RIGHTEOUS people, here.  
There will still be sins of oversight in the world-to-come, but the sacrificial system will be re-instituted as a remedy for sins of oversight.  There will be no more sins of rebellion, for which there has NEVER been an acceptable sacrifice, either of blood or fine flour.  The only remedy for sins of rebellion are, have been, and will ever be Remorse, Repentance, and Restitution.  

Ezekiel 18:20  The soul that sinneth, it shall die; the son shall not bear the iniquity of the father with him, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son with him; the righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him.
By extension, the grandson shall also not bear the iniquity of the grandfather.  We do not bear the iniquity of Adam or Eve.  Our righteousness (Torah obedience) will be ours, and our wickedness will be ours.  Our free will choices determine our final resting place.  

Ezekiel 18:26  When a righteous man turneth away from his righteousness, and committeth iniquity, and dieth in them; for his iniquity that he hath done shall he die.  
Ezekiel 18:27  Again, when the wicked man turneth away from his wickedness that he hath committed, and doeth that which is lawful and right, he shall save his soul alive.  
It is by our exercise of free will, in whether to obey or disobey the Torah, that we decide our own fate, whether we eternally die, or we have eternal life.  
In these verses, we can see that John 5:39 is completely incompatible with the Tanakh.  
John_5:39  Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.  
The scriptures DO show how one gets eternal life, and never says ANYTHING that remotely resembles that believing in Jesus is needed in order to get either eternal life or forgiveness of sins.  

Ezekiel 18:28  Because he considereth, and turneth away from all his transgressions that he hath committed, he shall surely live, he shall not die. 
The responsibility for obeying and not transgressing the Torah law is placed squarely upon our own decision-making.  When you look around you, at least in the united states of America, you see the result of an entire society that denies their own liability for consequences for their actions, and is depending upon someone else to pay for their own transgressions.  

     We know that the Messiah is not here, because NONE of the signs of his appearing have happened.  The people of earth are not communicating with each other in the Pure Language, with no misunderstandings, and are not all praising YHWH in one accord.  
     ONLY when we read what is written in the Hebrew Tanakh do we find what to look for in the Hebrew Messiah that will come at the end of the ages.  The Christian Greek scriptures conflict with the Hebrew Tanakh in so many ways that the New Testament is totally unreliable for any spiritual purpose.
